Announcing: Chimes & Bells, Vinnie Who, Thee Attacks, Chllngr

Your weekly Trailerpark update introduces unspoiled 60es garage beat, dubstep, folk/indie music and shimmering nu-disco to the programme. 

Behind the name Chimes & Bells lurks 26-year-old singer, cellist and multi-instrumentalist Cæcile Trier, who has been an oustanding personality on the Danish indie music scene for quite some time now. Trier has been a part of bands like Choir Of Young believers, Jong Pang, Le Fiasko and Atoi and Chimes & Bells is her first solo project. Her debut album “Into Pieces of Wood” was released on Danish label Tigerspring in 2009, and soon after Trier got signed on British label Bella Union alongside artists like Midlake, Fleet Foxes and Beach House – last mentioned Chimes & Bells played support for when the played at Copenhagen venue Loppen recently.

Live Trier brings a handful of Denmark’s most talented musicians; Chimes & Bells combines noisy rock music, art pop, shoegaze and roots r’n’b in their own unique way. New album is expected to be released sometime in 2010.

Vinnie Who is the shining star on the Danish disco scene; the radio-friendly productions, which have enjoyed the top rotation on Denmarks National Radio P3, unravels in epic and captivating live sets, led by the charismatic frontman Bagge Hansen.

They just released their debut album on Crunchy Frog, produced by grammy award winning Liam Watson, who changed the norms regarding the sound of a modern recording with The White Stripes’ Elephant.

Enjoying the company and sounds of these young gentlemen brings you back to the days of yesteryear, when a good guitar riff didn’t need a synth backing, or the bass drum could make the dancefloor rock n’ roll without adding that extra boost to it.
