Prinzhorn Danceschool (UK), Torben Denver Band (GER) & Jessie Evans (UK).
This week we are happy to announce minimal lo-fi rockmusic, rattling singer songwriter-music and punching, voodoo-ish cabaret-like performances.

Suzi Horn and Toby Prinz constitute this lo-fi music and arts duo. From a disused church in the UK, Prinzhorn Danceschool creates sounds that draw references to the no wave scene of early eighties New York. This (self-evidently...) turned on well acclaimed label DFA (LCD Soundsystem, Hercules & Love Affair etc.), and the release of Prinzhorn Danceshool’s debut album in 2007 was met with critical acclaim from every music media that matters. These days, they’re working on a new album and surely you’ll get a preview at this year’s Trailerpark Festival!
Prinzhorn Dance School’s songs are monotonous bass and drum driven examples of musical deconstruction, topped with equal parts shouting and naive singing. It’s a somewhat acquired taste, but seriously, it’s what this hi-fi world needs! Besides love.

Jessie Evans is something else. Her esthetics makes you suspect that she’s the 
daughter of some crazy Mexican mariachi, who fell in love with a cabaret singer in 1920es Berlin. They were standing in the crowd at a Josephine Baker show as their eyes suddenly met, and Jessie was the offspring of this constellation...
Jessie’s musical output is a complex phenomenon as well; it’s electronic afro-beat with a voodoo-ish mysticism, spiced up with latin  vibes, a jazzy saxophone and an overall punk funk drums feel. Got it? Well, it’s hot. 

And played live, it’s even hotter. Backed by Iggy Pop’s drummer Toby Dammit, Miss Evans delivers a sweaty and exuberant performance that you definitely do not want to miss. Last but not least here’s a little story about Torben Denver Band. A brand new project by the people also known as Rework, also performing on Trailerpark Festival 2010.

Torben Denver and Sascha Hérisson grew up together in Kuchen, a small village near Goeppingen in South Germany. Their noble families, both descendents of the Count of Helfenstein, had been resisting Martin Luther‘s Reformation since it was imposed to the village of Kuchen in 1531, Spitzenberg Castle being their fortress ever since.
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After a few years of labor in the fields, Torben discovered rythm in 1990 when he was harvesting a huge cabbage head. A year later, Sascha came across sound during the cotton harvest. From then on, they began to make music together, 
starting with field recordings of vegetable rhythms and different cotton sounds. In 1999, they sang and recorded their first song „Das Kraut- und Baumwoll-Lied“ with a cassette recorder.

Professor Kopf and The Ditcher, both members of the Goeppingen based post-kraut-psych-band Metabolismus, attended Torben‘s and Sascha‘s first concert in their families‘ castle in 2000. The two country kids were invited to discover their first musical instruments and recording devices in the studio belonging to Metabolismus. 
Together, they now all moved to Baden-Wuerttemberg‘s capital Stuttgart in 2009 and, after having made the acquaintance of drummer Ingo Rar and flutist Alex Mink, finally founded Torben Denver Band in February of 2010.

Of course, cabbage and cotton still have a huge influence on the music of Torben Denver Band. The music of Torben Denver Band can be described as country-shaped folk with a hint of psychedelic sunshine pop.
Now that’s a real story!
