This week's Trailerpark update serves you one of this year's very big multi-instrumentalist/producer/

songwriter/singer/arranger/composer-surprises and a heavy weight DJ from Berlin.

In this very last minute before Trailerpark Festival 2010 kicks off we are proud to announce that Canadian Dan Snaith aka. Caribou will be performing live with band at Trailerpark.

Caribou released his third album, Swim, in April this year. An album which has been warmly welcomed all over the world, and which once and for all proved exactly how skilled, eclectic and thorough Dan Snaith is in his productions. Whereas previous albums, Andorra and Milk of Human Kindness, is more sixties-, psychedelica- and simple pop-inspired, Swim has more clear references to house- and even minimal electronic music, without taking away the analogue and curious indie- and krautrock-feel, though. 
Previously Snaith has worked with people like Four Tet

Live Caribou takes the best from the past four centuries; clear references to acts like Neu, Beach Boys and New Order and even Daft Punk, Ricardo Villalobos(!) and Erlend Øye topped with a thick layer of the magic only Caribou can provide, it is an experience not to miss. 

The concert at Trailerpark Festival will be Caribou's first concert in Copenhagen in three years, and we are very happy and proud to welcome the guys.

German superstar dj, producer and Gigolo Records front man has been rocking floors all over the world for almost two decades, and he has a large handful of own productions and remixes behind him, some of which has pioneered club music. Furthermore Gigolo has released artists like David Caretta, DMX Krew, Jeff Mills, Tiga and many others.
Three months ago Hell himself contacted Danish duo Fagget Fairys (who also happen to be some of the founders of Trailerpark Festival), asking if he could do a remix of their hitsingle Feed The Horse. This remix is now set to be released worldwide on Gigolo Records this summer – and, without insinuating too much, there might be a very special world premier in sight this year when Hell enters the stage at Trailerpark!
